6.  Out of Bounds defined by street curbing and fenced

      areas. All paved roads are out-of-bounds. Other

      roadways and walks are considered part of the

      course; ball must be played as it lies. Golfers are not

      permitted to hit golf balls from one side of a street to

      another at any time; golf balls that cross streets are

      considered  out-of-bounds.

7.  Out-of-Bounds - on roadways left of hole #2  defined

      by street curbing; and inside fenced maintenance area

      right of #2 green.

8.  On holes #4 and #5, lake is played as a lateral water

      hazard.

9.  So as to avoid slow play, each player must  have his/

      her own set of clubs - no more than one ball may be

      played by each player.
